2. Prepare to Install the Cross Bars.

(a) Locate the rubber pads and detach them from
the excess material (Fig. 2-1).

(b) Identify where on the vehicle each cross bar
foot will mount. Labels on the inside of the
left side indicate the vehicle position, front or
rear (Fig. 2-2).

(c) Install the rubber pads onto the bottom of the
appropriate cross bar support. Each pad is
marked with its location (Fig. 2-3).

(d) Pull up on the rubber tabs to fully seat the
pad (Fig. 2-4).

(e) Protect the roof with a blanket.

(f) Open all four doors and clean the mounting
indicated area with VDC-approved cleaner or
soap and water solution (A, Fig. 2-5).

(9) Use a plastic prying tool to remove the 4
caps and discard them (B, Fig. 2-5).

(h) Open the plastic bag and remove the 4 plastic
inserts (Item D). Retain the bag for storing
the keys and tool.

ANOTE: Open the bag neatly for reuse.

(1) Install the inserts into each hole at the top of
the door frame (Fig. 2-6).

(j) Use the key to unlock and remove the plastic
end covers.

(K) Loosen the clamp assemblies enough to
allow for installation.

ANOTE: The clamp fastener will come off if
loosened all the way.

3. Install the Front and Rear Cross Bars.

A(a) Be sure to use 2 people.

A(b) Do not move or slide the cross bar along the
vehicle body.

A(c) Carefully place the front crossbar with the
pins fitted inside the front mounting holes

(Fig. 3-1).

A(d) Carefully place the rear crossbar with the
pins fitted inside the rear mounting holes
(Fig. 3-1).

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A(e) Ensure that the cross bar supports are placed
properly onto the roof by making sure the
rubber pad is fitted in the drip rail and the
locating pins are fully seated into the holes in
the door frame (Inset, Fig. 3-2).

(F) Use the installation tool provided to tighten
each support half way (50%), then tighten
each support until the installation tool clicks
(100%) (Fig. 3-2).

(g) Cut the rubber insert to match the length of
each cross bar, and slide them into position
(Fig. 3-3 & Fig. 3-4).

4. Complete the Installation.

(@) Install the covers onto each support. Each
cover has its location shown on the inside
surface (Fig. 4-1).
