1. Prepare the Roof Rail for Crossbar 

Installation 

(a) Using a nylon panel removal tool, carefully 

insert into the roof rail cap covers notch and 

pry four cap covers completely off from roof 

rail (Fig. 1-1).  

NOTE: Remove and save all four cap covers.  

(b) Neatly open the hardware bag and remove 

the M8 vehicle attachment bolts and anti-

rotation clips. 

2. Install the Front Crossbar 

(a) Locate “FRT RH/LH” with the directional 

arrow on the bottom of the right-hand side 

and left-hand side of the supports (Fig. 2-1). 

(b) Place the crossbar supports inside the roof 

rail openings. 

NOTE: Align the crossbar support through hole 

with the roof rail support threaded hole. 

 
(c)  Insert the M8 vehicle attachment bolt and 

the anti-rotation clip (Fig. 2-2). 

NOTE: The head of the bolt is on the same side 

as the prongs on the anti-rotation clips (Fig. 2-2).  

(d) Repeat on the other side.

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(e) Make sure rubber pads are flushed to support 

of cross bar.  If necessary, pull rubber tab   

through hole (Fig. 2-3). 

 

 

 

 

 

(f) Hand start the bolts. 

(g) Fasten bolts using electric wrench (None 

impact).  

(h) Torque bolts to 12 N.m.  (Fig. 2-4). 

Torque: 12 N•m (106 in.lb) 

3. Install the Rear Crossbar 

(a) Locate “RR RH/LH” with the directional 

arrow on the bottom of the right-hand side 

and left-hand side of the supports (Fig. 3-1). 

(b) Follow same directions as the front crossbar 

Steps 2(b) through 2(c). 

4. Retorque All Bolts 

(a) Retorque all four (4) bolts a second time. 

  Torque: 12 N-m (106 in.lb) 

NOTE: Confirm and check accessory function 
check points (Page 5).

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5. Install Crossbar Covers   

(a) Locate the corresponding Crossbar cover 

for each location:    

 Rear, Right-hand 

 Rear, Left-hand  

 Front, Right-hand  

 Front, Left-hand   

 

(b) Carefully align ball and socket joint 1*, 

making sure they are centered and apply 

slight downward force to engage the ball 

and socket until the cover snaps into place 

(Fig. 5-1). 

(c) Apply slight force to the top (2*) of the 

cover to engage retention features to the 

cross bar (Fig. 5-1). 

(d) Use the key supplied, rotate the lock 90° to 

the locked position (Fig. 5-1). 

 

6. Complete the Installation.   

(a) Place all roof rail cap covers (4) into the cap 

cover protection bag (Fig. 6-1). 

(b) Place the protection bag (containing roof rail 

cap covers), crossbar user’s manual, torque 

tool, and key inside the hardware bag.  

(c) Place the bag with contents inside the glove 

box compartment.
