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Vehicle Preparation
(a) [image: image6.png]


The work area, body side moldings, and vehicle door surface temperature must be between 60˚F and 110 ˚F.
(b) Clean the door area as shown using a non-scratch cloth and a VDC approved cleaner and cleaning method. (Fig. 1-1)
(c) [image: image7.png]


Wipe the cleaned surfaces with a clean, dry, lint-free cloth
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NOTE: Once cleaned do not contaminate this surface by touching it with your bare hands
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Applying Placement Fixture
(a) Apply Protective Tape to all 4 door handles. (Fig. 2-1)
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Starting with either the LH or RH placement fixture, place the top fixture locators into the front and rear door handles. (Fig. 2-2)
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(c) Place the center fixture locator into the gap between the front and rear doors. (Fig. 2-3)
(d) Position the placement fixture against the doors so that the fixture molding shelf (bottom of fixture) is contacting the doors.
(e) Turn on the vacuum actuator to the suction cups and confirm all suction cups are in contact with the doors by gently pushing them against the doors. (Fig. 2-2)
(f) Apply masking tape to the gap between the front and rear doors where the magnetic door gage block will contact the vehicle surface. (Fig. 2-4)

(g) Insert the corresponding magnetic door gage block into the door gap between the front and rear doors and butted up against the fixture molding shelf. (Fig. 2-4)


3. Body Side Molding Installation.

(a) On the inside of each of the four moldings is identified as to their correct position on the vehicle. While carefully holding the molding by its edges, completely remove all tape liners from the acrylic foam tape strips. (Fig. 3-1)

NOTE: Once the liners are removed from the molding, the surface of the foam tape must not be touched!
(b) Start with the front door using the appropriate front molding (longer molding).
(c) The opening between the doors should look like Fig. 3-2.  Tolerance for flushness in the vertical direction of the front and rear molding in relation to each other is 0.0mm              +/- 1.0mm.  The door gage block will assist in maintaining these tolerances. 

(d) Place the front door molding against the fixture molding shelf far enough away from the door sheet metal so the molding does not yet stick to the door (Fig 3-3)

(e) Butt the flat end of the molding against the door gage block (Fig. 3-3).  As you press it against the door surface work your way to the opposite end keeping it in contact with the fixture molding shelf and in contact with the spacer block.
CAUTION: Do not allow both ends to contact and stick to the door before the center contacts.

(f) Repeat for the installation for the rear molding on this same side of the vehicle (Fig. 3-4).



(g) Using the hand roller and clean rag, roll around the perimeter of the parts with firm pressure to ensure complete adhesion of the tape to the door surface. Use the rag to protect the sheet metal and the body side molding (Fig. 3-5).
(h)  Repeat this section for the other side of the vehicle.
Accessory Function Checks

Check visual alignment

Check for proper tape adhesion.

Vehicle Function Checks

The moldings should be visually straight.
Confirm 100% tape adhesion completely around the part between the Body Side Molding and door sheet metal.

Vehicle Appearance Check

After accessory installation and removal of protective cover(s), perform a visual inspection. 

Ensure no damage (including scuffs and scratches) was caused during the installation process.
(For PPO installations, refer to TMS Accessory Quality Shipping Standard.)
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STOP: Damage to the vehicle may occur.  Do not proceed until process has been complied with.
